Selection Criteria

To apply for the scholarship a school must email 
alpine.school@edumail.vic.gov.au and consider the following 
criteria:

- Would you find it difficult to attend without the assistance of a 
scholarship?

- Would attendance allow your school a degree of success they 
might find difficult to achieve in your own school environment?

Applicants are required to meet the following:

- Students must be in year 9 at a Victorian State School.

- The school must be in the region which is able to nominate a 
team for that term.

- The school must have successfully submitted an application 
through the usual process. 

- Individual applications are not acceptable.

- The Principal of the successful school team must endorse the 
scholarship application and be prepared to complete a short 
report.

Applications should be received by the last day of the previous 
school term.
